Foreign Substance in Fire Hydrant Hinder Fire Department

The Gillette voluntary fire department experienced a very definite handicap in fighting the Jas-
per home last Friday afternoon, reports Grant Brezina, city manager.

Stones, sticks an other substances have been put in the fire hydrant, which plugged the fire
nozzle, and was necessary to detach the nozzle and clean it out before water could be put on
the fire.

The city police are convinced that children are playing with the hydrants, removing the caps,
and putting these foreign substances in the hydrants. Other hydrants have been inspected, Mr.
Brezina said, and the same condition has been found.

All Hydrants are inspected periodically, he said, but they cannot be inspected every week. He
asked the aid of the parents to advise their children not to play with fire hydrants.

It has been rumored Mr. Brezina said, that the city was short of water at the time of the Jasper
fire, but that was not the case. The nozzle of the hose was simply plugged up, but after it was
taken off and cleaned there was plenty of pressure. Stones nearly an inch in diameter, small
sticks an inch and a half long and other foreign substances was found in the nozzle.

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On November 25t members of B Crew conducted
our annual ice rescue technician refresher training
at the Fishing Lake. The crew was able to take
advantage of poor ice conditions to simulate
realistic ice rescue scenarios.

down the pole to the gear room and don your PPE to make it to the engine, your adrenaline kicks
in and your heart starts pumping faster than the pump on the engine supplying you water. You get
in throw your air pack on, get your mask ready, and hear from Command it’s a working fire. Your
body is in machine mode as you grab your tool and hose line and prepare to fight fire.

By the time you have started spraying water on the structure most of us are starting to
sweat before we exit the engine. Meanwhile, we still have around 30 min of hardcore firefighting
ahead of us. Pulling and dragging hose, carrying a tool, crawling/ climbing over debris your body is
wearing down but you can’t feel it due to your adrenaline. Time to exit as your partners air getting
low. Now your shirt and pants are drenched with sweat. After you come out, it's time to “rehab”
with EMS and grab a water.

Hydration is the key to lasting longer on any scene whether it’s a fire, rescue, or simply any
call where you may have your PPE on traffic control on a hot day. Water in the body helps break-
down the nutrients we get from the food we eat. Along with breathing, it flushes waste out of the
body. Water helps lubricate joints, like oil on moving parts. As we climb a ladder to vent the roof of
our fire, our joints are needing everything they can to function properly. Another crucial function of
water, is that it helps regulate the temperature or sweating. This is important in any situation fire
or not, but when exposed to extreme temps it keeps you cool so you can successfully perform
your duties.

We have all heard “drink water not pop”... “drink 8 glasses a day”...”or Gatorade instead of
water” yadda yadda yadda. The body needs an average of %2 gallon of FLUIDevery day. More or
less depending on temps that day, activity involvement, and numerous others. Not only water
counts! Other fluids do count for this, they just may need to be supplemented. Take coffee for ex-
ample, it is a diuretic, causing the body to urinate more frequently. That means you must drink
more water to make up for the coffee and that amount you just let out. Sodas are tasty, but we all
know the sugars and caffeine cause great stress on your body.

You can also eat fruits and are high in water and also some vegetables; which benefit the body in
many ways, providing vitamins and nutrients that you need every day to prevent health issues lat-
er on in life. Certainly water is the best, but there are many sports drinks etc. that taste great but
need to be cut in half with water.

So remember you can be as fast or as stronger than anyone but without the proper hydra-
tion you will only be letting your team or your crew down. There is no substitute to the natural ben-
efits of WATER. Stay safe out there!
